Wall Mounting Instructions

To mount your RediDock charging base on a

wall, follow these steps:

1. Turn the base over and remove the wall
mount stand by depressing the tab at
the top of the stand and withdrawing
the stand from the base.

2. Rotate the wall mount stand 180 degrees
vertically and insert the two tabs on the
stand into the matching holes in the
middle of the base. Then snap the tab
into the slot at the bottom of the base.
